Engage:

● Challenge:

Schools may contain hidden disaster risks 

such as blocked evacuation routes, unsafe equipment 

placement, or fire hazards. Students are often 

unaware of these risks.

● Our Challenge:

How can we identify disaster risks in our school and 

develop solutions to make our school safer?



Engage:

● Disasters such as earthquakes and fires can cause 

serious harm if safety risks are not recognized early.

● Students spend most of their day at school but rarely 

analyze the safety of their environment.

● Our project empowers students to:

○ Recognize disaster risks

○ Think critically about safety

○ Take action to improve their school



Engage:

● Many accidents occur because risks are noticed too 

late.

● By learning to detect risks early, students can:

○ Prevent accidents

○ Improve school safety culture

○ Become responsible and aware citizens



Investigation: 

● Our investigation focused on these questions:

○ What types of disaster risks exist in our school?

○ Which areas are most dangerous?

○ Why are these risks harmful?

○ How can these risks be reduced?



Investigation: 

● Students worked in teams and explored different parts of the 

school:

○ Corridors

○ Classrooms

○ Laboratories

○ School yard

○ Stairways

● Students used Risk Cards and Disaster Detective Forms to 

record their observations.



Investigation: 

● Students discovered several potential risks such as:

○ Blocked evacuation paths

○ Slippery floors

○ Unsafe electrical equipment

○ Poorly placed objects in corridors

● These findings helped students understand how everyday 

situations can create safety risks.



Investigation: 

● Through investigation students learned:

○ Disaster awareness

○ Risk analysis

○ Team collaboration

○ Problem solving

○ Safety responsibility



Action:

● We created a game-based disaster awareness activity called:

“Disaster Detectives: Risk Hunt at School”

● Students search for hidden Risk Cards placed around the school 

and analyze potential hazards.



Action:

● The activity includes:

○ Risk cards hidden in school areas

○ Teams searching for risks

○ Recording findings in Disaster 

Detective Forms

○ Presenting solutions to classmates



Action:

● Students use technology to document findings:

○ Mobile phones for photos

○ Digital forms

○ Shared online folders

○ Presentation tools

○ This helps collect evidence and share results.



Action:

● The project is:

○ Low cost

○ Easy to apply in different schools

○ Adaptable to different disaster types

○ All materials (risk cards, forms, guides) can be shared 

digitally.



Action:

● Next steps include:

○ Expanding the activity to other schools

○ Creating digital versions of risk cards

○ Developing awareness campaigns

○ Sharing results with the school community
